Michael Wallis’ 550-page biography Belle Starr: The Truth behind the Wild 
West Legend, published on June 24, 2025, by Liveright, a division of W. W. 
Norton. Wallis’ detailed chronicle of Myra Maibelle Shirley, aka Belle Starr 
(1848–1889), unravels more than 125 years of journalistic myths and 
misinformation about the so-called bandit queen. Court records, 
correspondence, and other primary sources show Starr as a complex figure 
who sometimes crossed legal boundaries but committed almost none of the 
“crimes” attributed to her. 

Author Wallis dedicated his book to Hazel Rowena, a Tulsa Alumnae, for 
her significant help with the exhaustive research involved in writing the 
biography.
